Your narrative should involve:

· At least two characters, including both a patient and health provider

· Dialogue

· Some action, either that has been taken or that will be taken

To assist in selecting your issue and creating the narrative, you may wish to reference the explanatory notes on the Convention Rights (in materials). 

3. Prepare a brief analysis framed by the following two questions:

How is the human right implicated? In other words, what is the patient entitled to have respected or protected and why?

Is the right violated, why or why not? In answer to this question, please reference Article 26 of the Convention, Restriction on the exercise of the rights.
