Technologies in Health Care ( Judit Sandor)

Description:  Contemporary human rights norms encompass increasingly important fields of biopolitics (issues related to reproductive choices, infertility treatments and end-of-life decisions, genetic testing, biobanks, and storage of genetic data, among others). The lecture deals with the status of, and current challenges to, human rights in this context. The main objective is to explore the special connection between bioethics and human rights in the field of (regulating) life sciences and to analyze the frontiers, dimensions and differences of the two approaches. What is the relevance of this new emerging interdisciplinary field in the human rights analysis of new technologies and shaping relevant legislative policies? In addition to introducing a novel approach to this analysis, at the end of the lecture an interactive discussion shall be initiated by the lecturer on the topic of how to teach an inter-(multi-cross)-disciplinary subject and what are the dangers and the advantages of such an approach.  As background to the session, workshop participants will be provided with two papers by the lecturer: (1) Human Rights and Bioethics: Competitors or Allies? The Role of International Law in Shaping the Contours of a New Discipline (2008) and (2) ‘Body Immortal’ (2007)
