RIGHTS

1) the right to have appropriate conditions of professional work (p. 4 art. 43 of the Constitution of Ukraine, art. 5, item “g” art. 6, item "b" p. 1 art. 77 of the law of Ukraine “Fundamentals of legislation of Ukraine in Public Health area”);
2) right to create scientific medical societies, professional associations and other public organizations (p. 1, 3, 4 art. 35 of the Constitution of Ukraine, art. 314 of the Civil Code of Ukraine, item "k" p. 1 art. 77 of the law of Ukraine «Fundamentals of legislation of Ukraine in Public Health area”);
3) right to protection in court (art. 3, 55, 56, 59, 68 of the Constitution of Ukraine, art. 15, 16, 297, 299 of the Civil Code of Ukraine, item "l" p. 1 art. 77 of the law of Ukraine «Fundamentals of legislation of Ukraine in Public Health area”);
4) right to practice medicine and pharmacology according to specialty and qualification (p. 1 art. 43. p. 1
art. 53 of the Constitution of Ukraine, art. 17, p. 1 art. 74, item “а” art. 77 of the law of Ukraine «Fundamentals of legislation of Ukraine in Public Health area”);
5) the right to post-graduate education not less than once in five years at respective  facilities and institutions (item "v" art. 77 of the law of Ukraine «Fundamentals of legislation of Ukraine in Public Health area”);
6) compulsory insurance for healthcare providers covered by an owner of a healthcare institution in case damage is inflicted to their life and health while executing their professional duties, as stipulated in legislation (p. 1,2 art. 46. p. 1 art. 49 of the Constitution of Ukraine, art. 1, 4 of the law of Ukraine «Fundamentals of legislation of Ukraine in Public Health area”);
7) the right to provide information about a patient (p. 2 art. 32, p. 3 art. 34 of the Constitution of Ukraine, p. 2, 4 art. 285 of the Civil Code of Ukraine, p. 2, 5 art. 39, art. 39-1, 40, p. 1 art. 43 of the law of Ukraine «Fundamentals of legislation of Ukraine in Public Health area”);
8) the right to refuse further patient management (p. 5 art. 284 of the Civil Code of Ukraine, p. 2, 3 art. 34, art. 38 of the law of Ukraine «Fundamentals of legislation of Ukraine in Public Health area”);
9) the right to medical intervention without patients’ consent and/or his legal representatives (p. 1 art. 29 of the Constitution of Ukraine, p. 5 art. 281 of the Civil Code of Ukraine, p. 2 art. 43 of the law of Ukraine «Fundamentals of legislation of Ukraine in Public Health area”);
10) right to freely choose certified forms, methods and means of activities, implementation of up-to-date achievements of medical and pharmaceutical science and practice in accordance with an established procedure (item "g" art. 77 of the law of Ukraine «Fundamentals of legislation of Ukraine in Public Health area”);
11) right to use, free of charge, public, environmental and special medical information, necessary for the implementation of professional duties (art. 32, 34 of the Constitution of Ukraine, art. 200, 285, 302 of the Civil Code of Ukraine, item "d" art. 77 of the law of Ukraine «Fundamentals of legislation of Ukraine in Public Health area”

12) receive state social assistance in case of disease, disability or in other cases of loss of faculty caused by implementation of professional duties (art. 46 of the Constitution of Ukraine, item "s" art. 77 of the law of Ukraine «Fundamentals of legislation of Ukraine in Public Health area”);
13) right to reduced working day and additional paid vacation in cases stipulated by the legislation (art. 43, 45 of the Constitution of Ukraine, item "z", "n" art. 77 of the law of Ukraine «Fundamentals of legislation of Ukraine in Public Health area”);
14) right to preferential terms of pension support (art. 46 of the Constitution of Ukraine, item "i" art. 77 of the law of Ukraine «Fundamentals of legislation of Ukraine in Public Health area”);
15) right to preferential terms of providing housing and telephone communication (art. 47 of the Constitution of Ukraine, item "і" art. 77 of the law of Ukraine «Fundamentals of legislation of Ukraine in Public Health area”);
16) right to free use of residences with electricity and heating for those who live and work in rural regions and small towns, providing preferential terms regarding paying land tax, credits, starting a household and building a private house, purchasing motor vehicles (art. 48 of the Constitution of Ukraine, item “j” art. 77 of the law of Ukraine «Fundamentals of legislation of Ukraine in Public Health area”

2) provide free primary urgent healthcare to the citizens in case of an accident and other extreme situations 
(art. 37, item "b" p. 1 art. 78 of the law of Ukraine «Fundamentals of legislation of Ukraine in Public Health area”);
3) share scientific and medical knowledge among the population, promote, including by one’s own example,  healthy lifestyles (p. 2 art. 49 of the Constitution of Ukraine, art. 32, item "v" p. 1 art. 78 of the law of Ukraine «Fundamentals of legislation of Ukraine in Public Health area”);
4) comply with the demands of professional ethics and deontology, observe medical confidentiality (p. 1,2 art. 32 of the Constitution of Ukraine, p. 4 art. 285, art. 286 of the Civil Code of Ukraine, art. 39 1. 10, 76. item "g" p. 1
art. 78 of the law of Ukraine «Fundamentals of legislation of Ukraine in Public Health area”);
